Beyond the cultural and festive aspect, return the Festival to the inhabitants of Cannes is also to assure their comfort and quality of life, during a period when the population of the city triples, passing from 72 000 to 200 000 inhabitants. For that purpose, the municipal services are particularly mobilized.

· Red Carpet for the inhabitants of Cannes – 10e édition
For the 10th consecutive year, the municipality opens the Festival to the inhabitants of Cannes by offering an access to the so appreciated official projections.

1 500 invitations for the inhabitants of Cannes 

Being cinema enthusiasts or amateurs, the inhabitants of Cannes wishing to attend the projections of the official selection can henceforth participate in a drawing lots.

La Palme d’Or : Preview for the inhabitants of Cannes

As every year, the inhabitants of Cannes can attend the projection of the film which will have obtained the Palme d'Or, on Monday, May 24th. For this post-closure, three sessions will be proposed : 3 pm, 7 pm or 10:30 pm. 

· The beach cinema

The beach cinema open to all public, within the limits of the available places, presents every year, films of the official out of competition selection and famous classics of the film directory.

The contents of the definitive programming will be revealed some days before the Festival.

· Cannes Cinéphiles : the Festival inside the cinemas of Cannes

Cannes Cinéphiles arose in 1995 from the common will of the City and the Film Festival.

Organized by Cannes Cinéma, Cannes Cinéphiles offer the opportunity to the general public to discover free of charge the various selections:  The official selection (competition, out of competition, 

Un certain regard, Cannes Classics), the parallel selections (Quinzaine des Réalisateurs and Semaine Internationale de la Critique) but also the programmings of the Agency of Independent films (ACID). 

Cannes Cinéma enriches this programming of an international selection specifically intended to the young people between 10 and 15 years old: Ecrans Juniors.

All these selections are rerun free of charge at the Cannes Cinéphiles places : the Theater La Licorne, Le Studio 13 and Le Raimu.

To reach these three places, Cannes Cinéma and the Cannes Film Festival delivers 4.000 "Cannes Cinéphiles" accreditations  and thousands of "Cannes Cinéphiles" invitations  for the non-accredited.

These invitations can be removed at the Cannes Cinéphiles space or directly at the participating cinemas.

Recognized like a great portrait painter by the photography agency Contour by Getty Images, Lorenzo looks for further inspiration and is looking for new ideas for his work.

Lorenzo stands out as one of the eminent portrait painters of celebrities with his work in Great Britain, the United States and Europe. But, also in advertising campaigns as well as the press. 

He has photographed Tom Cruise, Jennifer Connolly, Jack Nicholson, Beyonce, Madonna, Rachel Weisz, Helen Hunt, Samuel L. Jackson, Kevin Spacey and Helen Mirrer and many other known actors and musicians.  Lorenzo also works regularly in Fashion and advertising for clothes and beauty campaigns.

Proud of the success met every year since 2001, year of its creation, the operation « Markets in Feast » is reconducted on the subject of « film themes ». · II - The Festival from behind the stage

For this 63rd edition, the City of Cannes confirms devices set up to guarantee to the inhabitants of Cannes as to the festival-goers a quality of service and optimal life during these twelve days of feast, in terms of decoration and cleanliness, safety and traffic.

· The City decorated with the colors of the Festival 

As every year and so that streets and shop windows of the city are the perfect reflection of the colors of the Festival, a distribution of the official poster in a 60x80 format will be assured by the Event Service of the City with the storekeepers and associations.

At the same time, more than 200 kakemonos in the colors of the festival will overhang our avenues from the 1835 White Palm to the very end of the Croisette, a part of the boulevard Carnot, as well as city entrances and at La Bocca.

· Flower arranging 

In preparation of the Festival, the Service for Green Spaces of the City, planted approximately 25.000 plants ready for blooming at the dawn of the event. The occasion to appreciate the natural beauty of more than 20 000 petunias and 5 000 other kinds. 

And when safety rhymes with beauty, the neutralization of the South way of the Croisette is organized thanks to the installation of 250 washed gardeners in concrete, stocked with shrubs and with flowery plants. For these preparations, 9 municipal agents will be mobilized during two nights (from 8 pm to 5 am), equipped with two elevators, four semi-trailers and two vans.

The punctual decoration of the neighborhoods of the Palais des Festivals will consist of 44 suspended gardeners, stocked with flowery plants, trees and shrubs. 

For the assembly of the event, the totality of the Palais des Festivals (with exception of stands and private offices) will be decorated with 400 house plants (Thuyas, Laurels, Ficus, Benjamina and Kentia), 70 average plants (Schefflera, Aucuba and Aralia), 450 gardeners containing each a house plant (Ferns or Croton) and a flowery plant (Poinsettia, Hydrangea and Begonia), but also 400 diverse plants distributed in sand pits. 

The Miramar Space, the Mérimée room, the M.J.C Picaud, the Villa Domergue and the city hall will also be ornamented: 50 big plants, 32 gardeners and 100 Hydrangeas. For the good progress of the operation, 13 agents will be mobilized during 5 days.

· Environment: a permanently clean city in the heart of the event

Because the urban cleanliness remains a municipal priority, the City of Cannes must be particularly watchful in this period of the year when the population triples in Cannes. The usual device is thus strengthened. Globally, on these 15 days in May, more than 700 tons of supplementary waste are collected. So, the municipality recruited 15 seasonal agents who come to strengthen the traditional workforce. 

On the sites, tours of supplementary vehicles are organized with collection by truck, water cart, cleaner accompanied with 2 compaction half-trucks. With regard to the city center, 8 additional agents guarantee the cleaning of the beaches between 4 am and 11 am, 4 others from 1 pm to 7 pm, and 6 others from 6:30 pm to 00:30 am.

· Safety : protection of the inhabitants of Cannes and the festival-goers

« Smile! You are safe ». For more than 6 years now, the City of Cannes is equipped and develops a system of video-protection which showed its ability and participates every day in the drop of the crime on public freeways. 

Today,  237 cameras implanted on the public freeway assure the surveillance of the whole municipal territory with a device strengthened on the neighborhoods of the Palais des Festivals and The Croisette.

The Palais des Festivals itself is endowed with the latest technologies with regards to video protection, whether it is outside or inside the site which is secured all the more. 

Controlled 24 hours a day and 7 days a week, the system supports the action of all the police forces mobilized on the territory but also offshore to assure the inhabitants of Cannes and the festival-goers irreproachable conditions of safety. The means set up all year round are fundamentally strengthened, in agreement with the Services of the State, for this particularly shaken period. The local police, the national police force and the polices of supplement strengthened (4 companies of Members of the French Riot Police and diverse reinforcements, that make more than 450 civil servants) assure in perfect cooperation the safety of the individuals, but also their goods, in all the districts.
· Circulation : un réseau maîtrisé pour une parfaite fluidité 

· Trafic : a mastered network for a perfect flow

Every year, the Festivals' specific trafic plan registers excellent results in term of flow of urban traffic and liberties of movement. With the same requirement of efficiency, the device looks as follows :

From May 12th at 6 am and until May 24th at 8 am, the South road of the Croisette and Pantiero (between rue Zamenhof and the prolonged rue Louis Blanc) becomes pedestrian zone whereas the North road constitutes a two-way road.

· The Festival and Film Market staff 

The permanent team of the Film Festival counts around thirty persons. This is gradually strengthened in the course of the year, to reach about 850 persons for the Festival and 300 for the film Market.

· The press (2008)

3 409 medias.

· Red carpet and stairs


A red carpet of 60 m of length dresses the 24 stairs of the Grand Auditorium of the Palais des Festivals. It is changed before every official film projection in competition or out of competition (at least 3 times a day). Red standard carpet, manufactured in Europe. 

· The economical impact (2009) 

250 million euro of turnover is generated by the Film Festival on a total of 825 million Euro turnover generated by the Business tourism activity of the Palais des Festivals.

3 208  jobs created for the only Film Festival on a total of 19 000 jobs created, being direct, indirect or led on the whole Business tourism activity of the Palais des Festivals.

The advertising exchange value of the visibility of the event on all media is estimated at 40 M€ / year.

The hotelkeepers realize approximately 15 % of their annual turnover in twelve days. Number of generated overnight stays: 94 500..

· The International Film Market (2009)

      The MITIC (International Market for film Technologies and Innovations) 

The International Film Market (15 000m ² of exhibition space; 32 projection rooms) organizes for 41 years the sale and the acquisition of film rights. This economic facet of the Festival became the necessary complement.

 In 2009, having become the premier rendezvous for film professionals the world over, the Film Market celebrated its 50th anniversary by welcoming 10,000 participants from 101 countries representing 4,000 companies, with 400 exhibitors. Producers, sellers, distributors and financiers came to build the partnerships that will create the films of tomorrow.

Each year, the Film Market encourages cinematic creation by giving the industry a place to meet, and by providing professionals with precise services and tools to facilitate their meeting, discussions and negotiations. Last year, nigh on 4,000 films and projects were presented; 1,500 screenings took place, 75% of which were premieres.

In 2004, the Film Market set up the Producer’s Network, a programme of unique initiatives for producers based on the singular challenges of their profession. Along with its database, www.cinando.com the Market is able to accompany its participants in their daily business all year long.

Budget of the Festival: 20 M€ of which half of it in public funds (Ministry of Culture and Communication, City of Cannes *, PACA Region and Department of the Alpes-Maritimes).

( *City of Cannes: 5,3 M€ among which 2,1 M€ of the subsidies, the rest in space buyings and services assured by the City for the AFFIF. Without counting the provision of the Villa Domergue, the press receptions and all urban logistics).
